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RULES FOR THE CARNIVAL 
KING & CARNIVAL QUEEN COMPETITION 
RULES

1. The Carnival King and Carnival Queen will be selected on Saturday evening (to be announced annually) prior to Carnival Day, at the Carnival Dance held in Reading. The contestants will be required to display their carnival costumes. The contestants should have no attendants with them during judging. Judges will award marks on the originality, craftsmanship and display of the costume.

2. Costumes must be made especially for the Reading Community Carnival of the stated year of entry and should not be hired from any professional concern.

3. The competition is open to adults 18 years or over on the on the stated Carnival Day in the year of entry. All entrants must be resident within a 20 miles radius of Reading Town Hall. The competition is not open to members of the Reading Community Carnival Committee or members of their immediate families.

4. Applications must be submitted on the appropriate form to the Reading Community Carnival Committee, PO Box 17, Reading, RG1 7TD. Forms are available on our website or by email info@readingcarnival.org.uk

5. Two prizes will be awarded:

i. Carnival King 1st Prize - £200

ii. Carnival Queen 1st Prize - £200

6. The Judges will be appointed by the Reading Carnival Committee. In the case of an emergency, the Judges will be the Chairperson and two other Committee members. The Judges’ decision will be final.

7. Any contestant found to be in breach of these Rules may be disqualified, and any prize money awarded may be forfeited. This rule will apply even if the breach is not discovered until after the presentation of the prizes.

8. The Reading Carnival Committee reserves the right to modify the Rules without notice if necessary.
DUTIES OF WINNERS
9. The winners of the competition will be called:  “The Carnival King YYYY (of the stated year of entry)” and “The Carnival Queen YYYY (of the stated year of entry)”.

10. When requested by the Reading Community Carnival Committee, The Carnival King YYYY and The Carnival Queen YYYY will use their best endeavours to attend events and functions wearing their full wining costume during the course of the year (June YYYY to May the following year).
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
