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READING CARNIVAL FOOD HYGIENE REGULATIONS

REQUIREMENTS FOR TENTS, 
MOBILE UNITS AND STALLS SELLING FOOD

All stall holders selling food must comply with the following:-

1. The name and address of the trader and allocated Stall Number must be prominently displayed on the stall at all times.
2. Provide at least one SINK with hot and cold water, clean drying cloths, and means of maintaining the hot water supply plus adequate detergents.  Hand drying for hand washing and washing up liquid for washing equipment

3. Provide a SEPARATE WASH HAND BASIN with hot and cold water and means of maintaining the hot water supply plus soap, nail brush and clean towels.

4. All work surfaces must be clean, washable and non-absorbent. Tables to have a surface made of material that is easily cleanable.  Wood is not considered to be easily cleanable unless thoroughly sealed.  If using wood tables they MUST have clean plastic coverings. 


5. Rubbish accumulation must be kept to a minimum and stored in closed plastic sacks or bins. MAKE SURE YOU HAVE PLENTY OF SACKS AVAILABLE.
6. All general areas to be kept clean and tidy.  You are required to provide and use disposable paper towel instead of cloths for cleaning surfaces and use an anti bacterial cleaner when cleaning as you go.

7. All stallholders must provide fridge/freezer facilities on site for their operation. Each stall to bring a probe thermometer and wipes on site, and to monitor the temperature of hot holding cabinets to ensure that they are reaching 63oC.  All equipment must be in full working order.

8. All stallholders are required to provide their own electrical or gas supplies to power their appliances in accordance with applicable regulations.

9. All food handlers must wear clean and washable aprons or overalls, at all times. Adequate supplies for frequent changes should be provided.

10. All stallholders to ensure careful segregation of raw and cooked food.

11. Open food on display must be covered and maintained at the correct temperatures. Temperatures must be: Hot (above 63oC) Cold (below 5oC).

12. Where perishable foods are to be stored on site, adequate refrigeration must be provided. Any food stored at unsuitable temperatures or in unsuitable conditions is liable to be removed and destroyed.

13. Smoking whilst handling food and poor personal hygiene is strictly prohibited and may lead to prosecution.

14. Sleeping is not permitted in food handling areas and your security arrangements should not consist of you sleeping in the food handling compartment of a vehicle, stall or tent.

15. A First Aid Kit must be provided, complete with waterproof dressing and antiseptics.

16. All stallholders must comply with applicable statutory requirements, bye laws and regulations.

17. All stall holders must comply immediately with any direction given to them by the Carnival Organisers or by any Environmental Health or Safety Officer.

18. LPG Gas if inside a catering trailer should be stored in a ventilated cupboard for the gas bottle with a low level grille externally or holes in the floor beneath the bottle for ventilation. Additional spare bottles should be chained to a robust structure and kept externally away from public areas.

19. Provision must be made to adequately tethered/weighted down gazebos, tents and roof sheeting to withstand any adverse weather without creating relating trip hazards.

20. BBQ areas must be cordoned off to ensure a minimum separation distance of 1m distances from BBQ. BBQ drums should be positioned depending on prevailing winds to prevent cooking fumes blowing directly in faces of operatives. 

Remember you are trading on a site owned by Reading Borough Council under control of the Carnival organisers. You are liable to be removed immediately if you are found to contravene these Food Hygiene Regulations.

Environmental Health Officers will be checking on conditions throughout the Carnival, they all have photo identity cards and will endeavour to be unobtrusive and as courteous as possible. Please return the courtesy with your co-operation.
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
