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RULES FOR STALL HOLDERS AT READING CARNIVAL

Rules applicable to all Stall Holder
1. All stall holders must comply with these Rules and the Food Hygiene Regulations.

2. All stall holders must comply with directions given by the Carnival organisers.

3. Any stall found to be in breach of any of these rules is liable to have its application refused or withdrawn, will not be permitted to trade.

4. Each stall area will be inspected after the event. Each stall holder must ensure that all rubbish is collected, securely bagged and disposed of in the rubbish bins provided.

5. All stall holders must leave the park by 9.00p.m.

6. Stall fees include a deposit of £50 which will be refunded provided that the stall holder complies with these Rules. The organiser’s decision as to whether or not to refund the deposit is final. The remainder of the stall fee is non-refundable.

7. The Carnival Organisers will use all reasonable endeavours to hold the Carnival event as planned. However, the Organisers reserve the right to cancel the event due to adverse weather, for Public Safety or for any other reason at their absolute discretion. In such case, the Carnival Organisers accept no liability for any loss or damage incurred by the stall holder. All stall holders are advised to take out insurance against cancellation of the event. The stall fee is non-refundable.

8. All stall holders are responsible for taking out Public Liability Insurance in respect of their own activities at the Carnival.

9. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THESE RULES WILL RESULT IN LOSS OF DEPOSIT

Additional requirements for Stalls selling soft drinks, beer and alcohol of any description

10. NO GLASS BOTTLES OR GLASSES ARE TO BE SERVED TO THE PUBLIC. Alcohol and soft drinks must only be served or sold in plastic glasses, plastic bottles or cans. Any stall found to be in contravention of this rule will be closed down immediately.

11. Due to Licensing Laws, Reading Borough Council requires all stallholders wishing to sell alcohol to obtain their own Temporary Event Notice. The Temporary Event Notice must be obtained in advance.  Please ensure that your application is made promptly as the application process currently takes a minimum of 4 weeks. Details and other information can be found on www.reading.gov.uk. 

12. A copy of the Temporary Event Notice must be received by Reading Community Carnival Committee by 1st May. Any stall holders failing to submit a Temporary Event Notice by the due date may not be permitted to trade.

13. The Temporary Event Notice must be obtained from Reading Borough Council. Any other licence or a Temporary Event Notice issued by another authority will not be accepted.

14. The Temporary Event Notice must be displayed on the stall throughout the day.

15. Any trader selling alcohol without a valid Temporary Event Notice will be reported to the appropriate authorities and will be required to cease trading immediately.
